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ALC Raises Money, Awainekbskael Case

The AIDS LifeCyck8 from May 34June 6 was an astounding success. Despite a grim economy, 2150 riders and 450 ro
completed the-day trek and raised $10.4 million dollars for the LA .&dyan Center and the SF Aids Foundation. We
also raised public awareness regarding HIV education and prevention, provided support and remembrance for lost
and family members, and celebrated the power of a community united.

Day 18 We left San Francisco riding through dense fog and arrived 40 miles down the coast for glimmers of sunshine,
we had lunch at San Gregorio State Beach. The next 40 miles were relatively flat to sunny Santa Cruz for a night of ¢
at Harvey West Park.

Day 206 This was a 10ile ride from Santa Cruz, where we left the coastal shores and rode into the valley through ce
Salinas, past wineries and strawberry fields to San Lorenzo County Park in King City.

Day3d6We rode -Bhet éQaadwhich some find a steep hill, o h
small town of 120 people all with hearts of gold. Imagine seeing a large welcome banner and the children and adults
ALC t-shirts and rainbow pins. The-8Qdent school raised over $10,000 by holding a BBQ and selling pins, pens, &
cards. We arrived at Matate Fairgrounds in Paso Robles after riding 64 miles for the day.
