Through the years our leaders have molded the SDTF into 
what we are today.  New players are attracted to our club through word of mouth, our web page, newspaper ads, and through 

Morley Field.  I am proud to be part of the Federation to know that what I started almost 20 years ago has grown into a fun and 
exciting club. 
  Lately, I have heard some negative talk about different events.  I created the SDTF so people could meet and have fun.  Rumors 
and digs at people are a waste of time.  Everybody who volunteers works hard to keep this club going.  Vicious rumors will only 
deter people from playing in and volunteering for our club. 
  Some negative talk centered on the San Diego Open.  Some people complained about seeding, scheduling and other things.  
  The Open committee worked hard to put together a successful event, and to make it fair for everyone.  Until you run a tourna-
ment it’s not fair to complain or judge.  It’s difficult enough to put together a large event without having people complain.  Hat’s 
off to those who worked long and hard to make this year’s Open successful. 
  Cal Cup has also generated controversy.  The SDTF created Cal Cup many years ago so top players from each club – San Di-
ego, San Francisco, and Los Angeles – could compete against each other in a team format.  Those who played on a high school 
or college tennis team know how intense team competition can be.  The intensity is different for those who play tennis socially 
or compete on the ladder.   
  Several Federation members don’t play year round in SDTF events as do most Federation members.  They choose to play Cal 
Cup only, and that should be fine.  They pay their membership fees just like everyone else and should not be forced to have to 
play something they don’t want to.  You’re not required to play another event prior to Team Tennis, RIGHT? 
  Several members who will compete in this year’s Cup were members who helped found the club.  Among them is Pat Loo, our 
first treasurer who also brought our first sponsor on board.  Bob Bailey and Bob Walton were also members during the Federa-
tion’s infancy.  Because they live so far from San Diego, they choose only to play one event. 
  Everyone has a life outside tennis. We should respect that and not force a player to have to do more then they want to.  The 
Federation established different events such as team tennis, ladder, and scramble to give players an option to play competitively 
or a in a social setting.   
  Cal Cup is no different. It’s an event that anyone can play as long as they meet the criteria.  Cal Cup was designed and started 
by Open players as a competitive team event and has been part of our tradition. 
  I want to put the best team together that I can so that we will bring the Cup home where it belongs!  I am doing my best to pro-
vide the SDTF with the most qualified players we have, but will not be able to put the best team together due to the restrictions 
the board placed on my selection process.  Los Angeles and San Francisco do not have the same restrictions, and have larger 
pool of players from which to choose.  So once again we will need to play our best tennis to bring home the Cup. 
  Congratulations to those who made this year’s Cal Cup team!  I encourage those who didn’t to work hard and to improve your 
game.  Next year you too may represent San Diego and be the best of what we have to offer.

TORONTO (Reuters) - Tennis chiefs could be forced to take action soon as 
the top women players continue to turn tournaments into dog shows. 
  The Canadian Open is the latest event to get the Crufts treatment as the 
craze for traveling with four-legged friends mushrooms among the players. 
  Serena and Venus Williams (news - web sites), Monica Seles, Elena De-
mentieva, Anke Huber and Martina Navratilova are just a handful of the 
sport's biggest names who traipse their terriers around the tournament cir-
cuit. 
  Now women's tennis officials are concerned they will have to establish 
some rules governing pets as there are no provisions for kenneling at tour-
naments. 
  ``The concern is that there are so many dogs, the tour is going to have to 
start establishing rules,'' Canadian Open tournament director Jane Wynne 
said. 
  ``It's not something the tour has really thought about.'' 
  The WTA Tour was concerned that players might ask Wynne if there was 
a place here where the dogs could run free. 
  ``And I said, 'No, we don't have a lot of space around here,''' Wynne said 
in the Toronto Star Wednesday. 
  ``I think it's an issue on the tour.'' 
  Upon the urging of the WTA when a player showed up with two dogs un-
leashed, Wynne and her staff had to erect a sign outside the players' lounge 
that read: ``No animals allowed unless in bags.'' 
  Sarah Varley, head of player hospitality since 1998 and in her 14th year of 
volunteering, says she has never seen anything like it. 
  ``We've got dogs all over this year,'' Varley said. ``We've never seen this 
before. They're all tiny, the kind you can carry in a bag. It's all they've been 
talking about this week. 
  ``I guess the girls need something to love,'' Varley told the Toronto Sun.

CAL CUP COMES HOME 
SDTF Victorious

T he SDTF may have “Left It s Cup in Sa n 
Francisco" last year, but this week it is safe at 

home for another year.  The California Cup made a 
brief stop in Los Angeles over the October 1-2 
weekend as it migrated south to San Diego for the 
winter.  Actually, the Third Annual Cal Cup match 
between the top 24 players from the Gay Tennis 
Federation of San Francisco (GTF), the Los Ange-
les Tennis Federation (LATA), and the San Diego 
Tennis Federation was the closest and most com-
petitive ever. 

  The LATA surprised everyone by putting to-
gether a much deeper team than it had brought to 
the Cal Cup match the previous two years.  In 
fact, after the first day of singles matches, SDTF led by only three matches 
over LATA and six over last year's Cal Cup champion, the GTF.  On day 
two, SDTF extended its lead by winning 14 of 24 doubles matches, while 
LATA was losing 17 of 24 and failing to third place for the third year. 

  The final count was SDTF - 29, GTF - 24, LATA - 19.  That was the most 
wins ever for LATA and the least ever for SDTF, making for some exciting 
scoreboard watching all weekend.  Seven SDTF members won all three of 
their matches (two doubles, one singles).  They were Allen Stecker, George 
Hamilton, Jon Colbert, Jim Kitch, Ed Dorame, Jaime Torres, and Brian 
Smith.  Some of the most exciting matches of the weekend were Jon Col-
bert's gutsy singles win over Karl "Boom Boorn" Baum (GTF) 6-2. 2-6, 6-
4, and Jaime Torres' tough win over LATA's Bobby Riggins 6-7. 6-4. 6-3.  
Allen Stecker's 7-6, 7-6 win over David Lewis and Glen Strome's (GTF) 7-
5, 6-4 win over Norm Burgos were also great matches to watch. 

  Had the SDTF not lost all four of its third-set tiebreakers on day two, the 
final score might not have been so close.  Winters-Williford lost 3-6, 7-6, 
7-6 to Gillam-Vanchu (GTF) in the morning, and although they were still 
playing after SDTF had clinched the Cup, one of the real nail-biters had to 
be the Burgos-Arnold loss to GTF's Robinson-Casado 7-5, 6-7, 7-6.  The 
San Diego team had five match points at 6-5 in the third, but the GTF team 
was able to hold us off to take a close tiebreaker. 

  Even more than in year's past, the Cup was not won by SDTF's top play-
ers, but by the depth of the fine players and performances that SDTF pro-
duced.  The bottom half of the lineup won 19 of its 24 singles and doubles 
matches, dominating the lower positions of both LATA and GTF.  Rumors 
flew that the Federation was "deeper than ever".  This allegation was not 
denied by team spokespersons.  Next year's match will be held in San Di-
ego once again, and will likely be the toughest defense ever.  The level of 
play in California gay tennis is undoubtedly the toughest in the country, and 
getting more competitive every year.  But for now, anyway, the SDTF can 
again hold claim to being the best team in the Golden State. 

  Congratulations to all team members who participated and those that 
helped the team get ready for competition.  It was a true team win.
