On Inclusion  

L ast summer I played tennis for the first time in over twenty years. I 
brought my new metal racket (I’d only used wood before) to City Col-

lege on a Sunday morning. It was intimidating. I was nervous as I watched 
people arrive who’d obviously known each other for years group in twos 
and fours to play. 
  I was lucky. A friendly guy (now an SDTF officer) introduced himself and 
asked me to play. Open and hospitable, he was unconcerned with the pros-
pect of being “trapped” for an hour playing tennis with someone who might 
be considerably below his ability level. 
  By fall and winter I noticed others. Another person I admire, one of the 
very best tennis players in the club, makes a point of playing with everyone, 
old or new, beginner or expert. His disposition is positive and helpful. He 
thinks of the group before himself. 
  This summer I became aware that another SDTF officer consistently ex-
cuses himself from a second doubles set when he sees an opportunity to in-
clude someone new, by asking that person to take his place while he “rests.” 
I believed he was tired at first, but now I know it is not fatigue, but an in-
grained philosophy of inclusion that causes him to take a break.  
  Every gay person knows the painful sting of exclusion. If you don’t feel it 
now, think back to your teenage years and remember the feeling of being 
different than your peers, and in some way unincluded.at a time in life when 
inclusion is important. No surprise that when so many gay people become 
young adults and are for one reason or another are given the opportunity to 
join “A-list” exclusionary groups they jump at the chance. 
  Not these people. These SDTF members I’m fortunate to be getting to 
know make a genuine and persistent effort to ensure that people feel in-
cluded. They do it with a quiet integrity  What’s really impressive is I can 
tell they’re not even trying. It’s who they are.

Additionally, the board is seeking a way to get the names “San Diego Ten-
nis Federation” and “San Diego Open” registered or copyrighted for the 
Federation. 
Communication increases  
  Under the board’s direction the secretary will be sending out more fre-
quent notices of SDTF activities via bulk e-mail. The board hopes to in-
crease communication and keep members up to date on Federation events. 
All e-mail addresses will be kept confidential and members can elect not to 
be contacted via e-mail. The board will phone those members not available 
through e-mail to give them news of events.

I really do feel the adversity we 
faced during the late 1980's created a passion about everything we did, that has 
been missing in the recent years.  
  I don't think it is a coincidence the passion in gay tennis from my perspective has 
declined steadily over the last decade. As times get better, I think it is easy to forget 
the destruction we faced at that time, and the will we had to seek out every opportu-
nity to feel alive has subsided to some degree.  
  Although it is too early to tell, I believe the recent incidents in New York and 
Washington will give us an opportunity to reevaluate our passion for living. We 
may be fighting a new faceless enemy - and like the 1980's, we may all question 
how and why this could happen.  
  But while the importance of gay tennis may be difficult to explain right now, I be-
lieve events that bring us together - like the California Cup, can be ways we can re-
new our camaraderie, our feelings of connection to our fellow players and friends, 
and our will to overcome and carry on with life.  
  I liken the unspeakable events of recent days to those we may have faced years 
ago. And the bright side of it all may become apparent soon, in providing a new 
perspective on life. 
  I know we can and will transcend the new world reality and I am hoping this year's 
Cal Cup will be just one place where we can show each other, both on our own 
team and our friends from SF and LA, that adversity can unite us and remind us 
how we are all one family... again.

  In accordance with the By-Laws the current SDTF officers are accepting nominations for each position on the board. This page 
includes a summary of officer duties and a mail-in ballot. You may mail your nominations to SDTF  P.O. Box 3547  San Diego, 
CA 92163-1547; or you may turn your nominations in to any SDTF officer; or you may e-mail nominations to 
sdtf2001@hotmail.com.  
  Additionally the board is accepting nominations for Most Valuable Player; Most Improved Player; and Drama Queen. 
  All nominations must be received by Saturday, October 20. Nominations will be confirmed at the officers next board meeting, 
Sunday, October 21. The board will make provisions to create and distribute election ballots in the November newsletter. Newly 
elected officers will be announced and installed at the SDTF’s holiday party.  At the same time the outgoing board will announce 
and present awards to the MVP, MIP and DQ! 
Special Note: Current treasurer will provide 90 days training to 2002 treasurer if not elected to another term. 
The Federation officers will be responsible for the following duties.

The Secretary will prepare the newsletter or provide the Newsletter Editor with pertinent information from 
club meetings. 

Treasurer - The Treasurer shall oversee, monitor, and report on the financial records and condition of the Federation. He or she 
will bill members for dues and issue a statement on the financial status of the team on a quarterly basis. 

Membership Chairperson - The Membership Chairperson will be responsible for maintaining an accurate membership roster. 
He or she will also develop programs to maintain and/or expand membership levels as requested by the Executive Board. Finally, 
the Membership Chair will be responsible for welcoming new members to the Federation. 

Social Chairperson - The Social Chairperson shall be in charge of initiating, planning, and carrying out all social functions. 

Ladder Chairperson - The Ladder Chair shall record the rankings and challenge match results of all players and frequently dis-
tribute copies of rankings to team members.  The Ladder Chair shall also be responsible for enforcing the ladder rules as inter-
preted by the Rules Committee. 

Rules Committee Chairperson - The Rules Committee Chairperson shall preside over the Rules Committee, a group of three 
individuals independent of the Executive Board, who will be responsible for resolving differences concerning the Charter and By-
Laws among team members and/or the Executive Board. The Rules Committee Chairperson will also sit as a non-voting member 
of the Executive Board. 

Webmaster - The Webmaster shall be responsible for maintaining the SDTF website as an information source for the club. The 
Webmaster shall work with the respective chairs to ensure that the contents of the website is accurate and current. The Webmaster 
shall work with the Treasurer to ensure payment for the site.
